Hillcrest Youth From the Minister’s Desk 
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In a recent article titled, “178 Seconds to Live,” chronicled the 
results of twenty pilots in a simulator.  All of the pilots were skilled 
aviators but had not taken instrument training. As long as the 
weather was good, they were all experts in flight.  
 
In this study, these pilots were placed in a simulator and asked to 
keep their planes under control as they flew through simulated 
clouds and bad weather.  All twenty of the pilots lost control of their 
planes and crashed in an average of just 178 seconds.  
 
Twenty pilots who were very capable at keeping a plane aloft in 
good weather couldn’t survive three minutes in bad weather.  
Although they were seasoned pilots with exceptional intuition, when 
rough weather hit, they lost control and crashed.  
 

Most of us can handle life when the conditions are good, but when 
the storms come we need much more than conventional wisdom 
and gut-level intuition.  Whether the skies are bright and blue, or 
the clouds are beginning to brew, God’s Word is the treasured flight 
manual that always leads the right way.
