Hillcrest Youth From the Minister’s Desk 
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A couple of years ago, I read the story of a woman who had been blind for 
over 50 years.  Her name was Rose Crawford, and she had been born blind. 
Doctors performed eye surgery on her in a hospital in Ontario, Canada.   
Afterwards, for the first time in her life she saw the form and color of the world. 
The amazing thing about her story was that 20 years of her blindness had 
been unnecessary. 
  
She didn't know that surgical techniques had been developed and that an 
operation could have restored her vision when she was thirty years old. The 
doctor said, "She just figured there was nothing that could be done about her 
condition."   Much of her life could have been different.  Why did she assume 
her situation was hopeless?  SHE SIMPLY HAD NOT HEARD!   
 
THERE ARE MILLIONS WHO ARE SPIRITUALLY BLIND.  They don’t know 
that there is a cure. They haven’t heard the gospel—the good news.   
 
We at the Hillcrest Church of Christ have a cure for nonbelievers in our 
hands.  Our Christian duty dictates that we share the good news of Our Lord 
and Savior Jesus Christ with those who are spiritually blind. 
 
Let’s resolve to ramp up our evangelism efforts.  This new charge must be 
embraced by each member.
