Hillcrest Youth From the Minister’s Desk 
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 Most people who were alive at the time of the assassination of President Kennedy 
can remember where they were when that great tragedy occurred.  Now another 
generation will have that same kind of experience as they remember the day 
Kennedy’s son crashed his plane in the Atlantic Ocean.  
 
That perilous flight came to an end because young Kennedy’s single-engine airplane 
went into what aviators call a “graveyard spiral.”  
 
According to radar tracking, the aircraft was in a virtual free fall at a rate of speed 
exceeding four thousand feet per minute!  In this particular predicament, the pilot has 
usually become disoriented and lost his horizon.  The G-force causes him or her to 
lose orientation so that the pilot cannot tell if he or she is flying upside down, level, or 
at an angle.  
 
When the pilot realizes what is happening, his natural tendency is to do the exact 
opposite of what he needs to do.  He is diving rapidly so he automatically thinks the 
solution is to accelerate and pull up out of the dive.  That has the reverse effect 
though, it simply makes him spiral down faster.  The real solution feels very unnatural: 
let off the accelerator and straighten your wings.  
 
Experts agree that John Kennedy Jr., who was not yet trained to use airplane 
instruments, simply did what seemed right at the time.  He tried to give his plane more 
power so he could pull up out of the dive.  The end result was death.  
 
In Proverbs 14:12, we are reminded that each of us is born into a spiritual graveyard 
spiral and our natural tendency is to handle it dangerously wrong.  What seems right 
only leads to death.  Many of us try to save our souls by doing what seems natural, 
but there is only one solution for pulling out of a spiritual dive: Jesus Christ.
