ENTHUSIASM

Al Michaels won the honor of being named “Sportscaster of the Year” for 1995. In
his acceptance speech, he made reference to a comment he received when he was
just a teenager. Curt Gowdy, an older announcer, told the young Michaels, “Your
bigger problem down the road will be to maintain your enthusiasm.”

Thirty years later, the comment was still fresh in Michael's mind. What is true for a
sportscaster is also true for a Christian. The flames of enthusiasm usually burn most
fervently when our experience with Christ is new. In time, disappointments, dis-
agreements, and discontentment can quickly quench the warmth of our spiritual fire-
places.

A critical spirit usually follows and the cobwebs form where the embers once burned.
God seems more distant than He once did, and we more like bothers than brothers.

If your spiritual enthusiasm has been on a sabbatical, be of good cheer—it can be
rekindled. Enthusiasm literally means “God inbreathed.” When God breathed into
the nostrils of Adam, the first man became “enthusiastic.”

To be enthused is to be alive as God intended. Paul told Timothy to “fan the flame”
within him (1Timothy 1:6). Why not take a minute to fan your flame of spiritual en-
thusiasm by asking God to breathe new life into your soul.

The Hillcrest Church of Christ certainly is at a pivotal point at which it needs the dedi-

cation, commitment, and hard work of an ENTHUSIASTIC, loving people of purpose,
power and praise.
