From the Minister’s Desk 

Richard L. Barclay, Minister 

I’m a bit of a history buff so, over the past month, I have revisited some Black History Month facts. As 
many of you know well, the story of Black History Month began in 1915, half a century after the 
Thirteenth Amendment abolished slavery in the United States. That September, the Harvard-trained 
historian Carter G. Woodson and the prominent minister Jesse E. Moorland founded the Association for 
the Study of Negro Life and History (ASNLH).  The group sponsored a national Negro History week 
nearly 85 years ago, in 1926, choosing the second week of February to coincide with the birthdays of 
Abraham Lincoln and Frederick Douglass. The event inspired schools and communities across the 
country to organize local celebrations. 
 In the decades that followed, mayors of cities across the country began issuing yearly 
proclamations recognizing Negro History Week. By the late 1960s, thanks in part to the Civil Rights 
Movement and a growing awareness of black identity, Negro History Week had evolved into Black 
History Month on many college campuses. President Gerald R. Ford officially recognized Black History 
Month in 1976, calling upon the public to "seize the opportunity to honor the too-often neglected 
accomplishments of black Americans in every area of endeavor throughout our history." Since then, 
every American president has designated February as Black History Month. 
 The Hillcrest Church, true to form, celebrated this important event in a grand style, with the 
observance ending today. We owe a debt of thanks to those who gave so freely of their time, knowledge 
and talents to make our observance an unqualified success.  Join me today in extending warm 
congratulations and thanks for  jobs well-done for the performance of the original musical written by 
Tammy Anderson, yesterday’s academic contests and today’s fellowship meal and annual program. 
 As a staunch supporter of churches’ playing an active role in Black History Month 
celebrations, I believe that our past is a testimony of ways that the black church helped our forefathers 
survive the horrific evils of slavery and unspeakable oppression following slavery and up to and through 
the Civil Rights Era, acting as a refuge from danger, a place for both spiritual comfort and a safe venue 
where black leaders held meetings, aimed at addressing various issues. 
 Today, thanks to the progress that we have made as a people, the role of the church has shifted 
somewhat, but the religious community must remain engaged.  In the spirit of Black History Month, 
today I urge members of the Hillcrest Church of Christ to remember the historical role of Black 
churches in our culture and to continue to help craft responses to the contemporary challenges of our 
world—assisting the impoverished, addressing needs of youth, most especially improving education, 
and dealing with health issues like the alarming incidence of AIDS/HIV among black women, for 
instance. Reflecting on and celebrating our history helps to inspire us to do so.
