this morning.ò    
 I could not believe what I had 
just heardéô 
 The piece by Sister Fields 
was so good it has been included 
in an anthology of four pieces by the 
writing students at Lou Walker.    
 The books were just pub-
lished, and Sister Fields and oth-
ers will be signing copies of the 
book, "Writing Your Own Story." 
 Barbara McKeown, from our 
Hillcrest office staff, has also writ-
ten a 3,500-word short story that 
has been submitted in a short 
story contest.   
 Titled "Second Time Around," 
her very passionate fictional story 

is about the death of a mother in 
Detroit, and the transforming ef-
fect it had on her daughter and 
the family.    The opening para-
graph grabs you like a fish hook: 
 "There she was standing at 
the bottom of the staircase to her 
apartment building dreading the 
climb to 301.
